® The aim of the present study was to investigate if the collaboration between kindergarden and
family has been modified after the application of new Analytical Program in Preschool Educa-
tion. Our sample consisted of 85 preschool educators (all of them were females and were serv-
ing during the research in villages and towns of Thrace and Macedonia) and 135 parents whose
children were students of the above kindergardens.

® The aim of the present paper was the development of a standardized test of mathematical
problems of additive type for students attending the third grade in elementary school. Eighteen

e First of all, there is an attempt to illustrate the reasons that show the necessity for early support
intervention and the role of the “crucial phases” of development is particularly highlighted.
The process of early support intervention is drawn and the definition all the necessary concepts
is attempted. An emphasis is placed on the importance of prevention (primary, secondary, ter-
tiary) and the corresponding support intervention. There is a reference to the importance of
interdisciplinary and systemic approach in dealing with the problems of people, with special
needs, with regards to abilities and weaknesses.

® The study aimed to examine the development of morphological awareness on 78 primary
school students (Primary 1-6). The assessments evaluated epilinguistic and metalinguistic levels
of morphological development on oral speech and included derivation of words and pseudo-
words, derivation and decoding in sentence frameworks, understanding of morphological re-
lations in word-pairs and word analogies.

e Based on the fact that the emerging technologies today create the need to cultivate new ad-
vanced literacies, the present paper highlights the posibilities of incorporating media literacy
in everyday (pre) school procedure. Among the various forms of communication activity used
by the teacher, those related to media are explored. Furthermore, the reader is given the op-
portunity to understand why cultivating media literacy can lead to the improvement of language
teaching in the classroom as well pupils’ encouragement to critically assess the various messages
that affect them.

® Michael Ventris seems to have been first to think that Linear B wrote Etruscan. My work proves
him right but my advantage was the use of Nicholas A. Massouridis’ (NAM) phonetic values of
the Linear B signs, which had already helped me decipher Linear A and the Cypriot script.
The Cypriot script, with 16 out of its 55 normalised signs resembling sings found in both the
Linear B and Linear A scripts, I concluded, was definitely a Greek syllabic script to be read
from left to right. My first “clue”, of course, was the double-script “Demeter and Kore” inscrip-
tion which is written in both Ancient Greek and the Cypriot script and which led me to the
provisional reading of 15 more signs. Words in the Cypriot script were separated by the known
Linear A and B method of vertical lines.

teacher. The sample included 50 3rd-6th Grade students who experienced learning difficulties
(LD) as according to teacher ratings and their performance on standardized reading and math
achievement tests, and 47 age-matched controls who scored in the average to low-average
range on these tests. LD students scored significantly higher on state and trait anxiety scales,
reported fewer opportunities for independent activity by their parents and accumulated more
negative judgments by their classmates.

e The last twenty years servises and knowledge about conditions in pervasive developmental
disorders have been improved. However, today there are still people with borderline abilities
who are either misdiagnosed or undiagnosed and in many cases they receive accurate diagnosis
only after referral of symptoms of mental health problems. One of these examples is being pre-
sented in the case study of Khaldon. He is a second-generation adolescent immigrant in Britain
with Turkish background. Interviews with his mother and with Khaldon reveal that he has an
undiagnosed pervasive developmental disorder, specifically Asperger’s syndrome. Despite the
limited information about Khaldon, it is notable that he needs support for additional mental
health problems. This case study presents Khaldon’s psychological problems, the difficulties
he faces because of Asperger’s syndrome, the confusion of mental health professionals is di-
agnosing Asperger’s sydrome, from psychotic disorder and vice-versa and proposes the guide-
lines of a treatment adapted to Asperger’s sundrome.

e Only during the post-dictatorial years did research interest in Greece focus on “Gender and
Education”; much later compared to Western Europe and the U.S. Since then Gender Studies
have flourished in Greece, with “Gender and Education” research being a constantly evolving
field.

e There is no doubt about the benefits that occur from paid occupation either for individuals
with or without special needs. However, in the relevant literature cites several problems/barriers
that make difficult access to employment by people with visual inpairments and have an effect
on the increase in the unemployment rates. On the other hand, employers have supported
various problems/barriers that are related to the finding and maintaining of occupation by in-
dividuals with visual impairments. The purpose of the study presented in this article is to in-
vestigate the social relationships of people with visual impairments in the work place and to
access the social support (either positive or negative) that they receive by their employers and
colleagues. A questionnaire consisted of 39 closed type questions was used in this study. All
the 21 participants have visual impairments and come from 4 cities of Greece.
